


Letter from the Superintendent 
Dear Parents, Guardians, and Community Members, 
 
Welcome to the 2008-09 school year! For us to provide the most effective education for your children, we need to foster a partnership 
between school and home. Communication is central to this partnership and serves as motivation yearly for the school district and the HPTA 
to collaborate on this Source Book. We hope the Source Book simplifies your planning and facilitates your involvement in your children’s 
education. 
 
As I begin my ninth year in the school district, I can confidently state that we have made tremendous progress and now enjoy a wonderful 
reputation. Time, however, doesn’t stand still and neither can we. The heart of our work is student learning. To this end, I would like to 
highlight a few of our efforts for the upcoming year.  
 
Our overarching goal for the last three years has been to build a guaranteed and viable curriculum. In essence, we want to offer our parents 
the greatest confidence that regardless of the teacher, subject area, or grade level, your children will have a comparable educational 
experience. The embodiment of our efforts is the school district’s new curriculum website. It represents the completion of three years of work 
to redesign curricula PreK-12 using the principles of Understanding by Design, or as we refer to it, UBD. Please visit the curriculum website 
this fall. 
 
In a companion effort, we will be focusing on the pyramid of interventions that we offer our students. The first tier of this work is our 
guaranteed and viable curriculum and the on-going assessments we use to gauge student progress. The second and third tiers of this 
initiative will target the services, resources, and scheduling accommodations our students need to achieve academic success.  
 
Another key focus for the year will be our visit by the New England Association of Schools and Colleges. For the past two years, the High 
School has been preparing for its reaccreditation. A new mission statement, learner expectations, and rubric for student learning have been 
adopted, and the High School’s self study is nearing its completion. We expect our efforts will be positively recognized by NEASC after their 
visit in the spring of 2009. 
 
And lastly, I would like to highlight the implementation of our new teacher performance standards and teacher evaluation process. During the 
past year, representatives of the Hopkinton Teachers’ Association and the school administration completed this critical work with the shared 
belief that quality instruction is essential to our students’ success. At the beginning of the school year, all administrators and staff will be 
trained on these performance criteria and the process that will be used to supervise and evaluate teaching and learning.  
 
Hopefully, this information provides you with a brief snapshot of the year ahead and encourages your affiliation with the HPTA and support. 
Quality education comes with a price. It is an investment your children deserve, and as a parent no one is in a better position to recognize this 
fact or advocate for it. We will do our best to justify your investment and look forward to working with all of you during the upcoming year.

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Comings and Goings
No School Announcements - Delayed Opening - Emergency Dismissal
Please do not call the Police or Fire Department to ask if school is closed or delayed. These lines must be kept open for emergencies.

CANCELLATION – During bad weather, the Superintendent contacts the Public Works and Police Departments to determine road conditions.  If these 
departments judge the roads as unsafe for bus travel, the Superintendent will cancel school or delay the opening of school.   If school is in session but 
weather worsens during the morning, afternoon kindergarten may be canceled.

DELAYED OPENING – During delayed openings, school will start either one or two hours later.  Bus pickup, therefore, will also occur one or two hours 
later than the usual time.  Lunch will be available, and student dismissals will occur at the regularly scheduled times.

EMERGENCY DISMISSAL – It is very unlikely that schools will dismiss early as adults may not be available for students returning home earlier than usual.  

EMERGENCY SCHOOL EVACUATION
If students are evacuated  in an emergency, dismissal is generally to an off-site location such as another school or a church. Each school has plans for 
emergency evacuations, dismissal locations, and how the school will dismiss students to parents and guardians. In an emergency, staff will be taking 
direction from police and fi re offi cers. Do not go to a school without being directed to do so by the school or police. Additional persons and vehicles around 
schools may interfere with police and fi re department vehicles and disrupt staff members who are focused on keeping all students safe. 

In some school emergencies, telephones may be unanswered if staff are evacuated from the offi ce or when staff members are busy focusing on staff and 
student safety. The Superintendent or his designee will contact every parent contact number using our emergency telephone alert system, AlertNow. Infor-
mation will be posted to our emergency web page (http://www.hopkinton.k12.ma.us/newweb2/Emergency_Info/emergency.php) to keep parents and the 
community as informed as possible about the situation. Boston and local media, including cable television, will be used to inform parents and the public in 
protracted emergencies.

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School Health and Safety
School Health and Safety
Each school has a full-time school nurse to provide supervision for school and child health issues.  School nurses provide important health guidance 
to the school staff and can be a valuable resource to parents in coordinating information and care between the students’ own physicians, parents, and 
school personnel.  If you have a question about school health or specifi cally about your child, contact the school nurse.

School Nurse Health Information Forms
During the fi rst week of school your child will bring home a cherry-colored Health Information Form.  Please fi ll it out completely and return it promptly. The 
information on the form is necessary to provide appropriate medical care in the event of an emergency and/or appropriate accommodations for health im-
pairments or issues. Please be sure that the telephone contact numbers are the same numbers provided on the orange school contact information form. 
(For legal reasons, this form is completed separately from the orange form.) 

Medication at School
If the school nurse is to administer a prescription or over-the-counter medication during school hours, please adhere to the following regulations:  
Sign and date the AUTHORIZATION FOR DISPENSING MEDICATION available from school nurse or downloadable from http://www.hopkinton.k12.
ma.us/newweb2/schoolcommittee/policies/policies/J/JLCD-R1.pdf. The form must be completed by a licensed prescriber stating the student’s name, 
name of medication, dosage, frequency and duration of treatment, diagnosis, potential side effects,and any other conditions requiring the medication.

Self-administration: Consistent with school policy, Middle School and High School students may self-administer prescription medication provided certain 
conditions are met: (1) Meet with the school nurse to complete a self-administration form. (2) Provide the medication in the original pharmacy bottle with 
the following information: student’s name, name of medication, dosage of medication, frequency of administration, name of licensed prescriber, and date 
of prescription. (3) The parent or guardian must deliver the medicine to the school nurse. (Medication can never be accepted from students.)

Over-the-counter Medications
The school nurse may administer over-the-counter medications without a licensed prescriber’s order in some circumstances for Middle School and High 
School students only.  The parent/guardian authorization form must be completed, signed, and dated by the parent/guardian.  In schools permitting ad-
ministration of over-the-counter medications by the school nurse without a licensed prescriber’s order, the school nurse shall determine when to approve 
such administration in each case.  The school nurse shall comply with the policy and administration requirements of the MA Board of Registration in Nurs-
ing pertaining to Massachusetts school nurses administering over-the-counter medications.  Any over-the-counter medication must be in the original bottle 
or box with the student’s name clearly written on it. Over-the-counter medication must be delivered to the school nurse by the parent or guardian.

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School Health and Safety
Communicable Diseases
The Hopkinton Public Schools is required to provide educational 
services to all school age children who reside within its boundar-
ies.  By law, however, attendance at school may be temporaily 
denied to any child diagnosed as having a disease whereby 
attendance could be harmful to the welfare of other students 
and staff, subject to the District’s responsibilities to handicapped 
children under the law. School attendance may also be tempo-
raily denied for any student who is not immunized and has been 
exposed to the disease for which he/she is not immunized.

The School Committee recognizes that communicable diseases 
which may affl ict students range from common childhood dis-
eases, acute and short-term in nature, to chronic, life-threatening 
diseases. Management of common communicable diseases 
shall be in accordance with Massachusetts Department of Health 
guidelines.  A student who exhibits symptoms of a communicable 
disease may be temporarily excluded from school attendance.  
The District reserves the right to require a physician’s statement 
authorizing the student’s return to school.

Children who have had throat cultures must remain at home until 
the report is received or for 24 hours if an antibiotic is adminis-
tered.  Streptococcal infections, which include scarlet fever, are 
considered communicable.

Parent Information Confi rmation Forms 
Each student will be given a Student contact form containing 
emergency information and printed from the student record sys-
tem. (Most schools send it home on orange paper.) The informa-
tion form must be updated or confi rmed as accurate, signed, 
and returned before the end of the fi rst week of school. Please 
be sure that the parent contact numbers are the same as the 
numbers given to the school nurse on the cherry colored form so 
there is no confusion about emergency contacts.

Weapons and Drugs
Each school publishes its own guidelines in regard to expected student con-
duct in their student handbook.  Federal and state laws, however, mandate 
specifi c school actions if and when a student brings a weapon to school.  This 
deserves special mention here because it is a concern for students of all ages, 
especially in this time of heightened safety and security consciousness.  Even 
the youngest child may bring an object to school that can be considered a 
weapon.  Some bracelets (studded) sold in Massachusetts stores are classi-
fi ed as weapons under Massachusetts law.  Pocketknives, multi-tools, and any 
tool with a blade may be classifi ed as a weapon.

Federal and state laws provide for harsh consequences for students who bring 
weapons or drugs to school and in many cases the law leaves school offi cials 
with limited discretion.  Bringing a weapon or drug to school, even once, can 
result in permanent expulsion from public schooling in Massachusetts. Please 
talk to your children of all ages about school policies and laws regarding 
weapons and drugs.  Many situations that begin as jokes, or show and tell, or 
innocent mistakes, end up as very serious matters.  

Crisis Response and School Emergency Planning
The school system has worked extensively with the Hopkinton Fire and Police 
Departments to prepare for school crises and emergencies of all types.  The 
district has prepared a guidebook entitled Crisis Preparation, Prevention, and 
Response that outlines in great detail how to prepare for an emergency and 
respond to one, should it occur. 

Each school has a Crisis Response Team (CRT) trained to handle emergen-
cies and protect student and staff safety.  Schools regularly practice emergen-
cy situations as table top drills and actual drills.  The district’s crisis response 
and emergency planning efforts are guided by the District Safety Council 
whose members include our Police and Fire Chiefs and other offi cers, health 
professionals, community church leaders, teachers, and administrators. The 
District Safety Council meets every other month to share information and plan 
for a unifi ed response to any emergency situation.
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HPS Public Notices
School Entry Requirements (Kindergarten)
Children who attain the age of 5 on or before August 31 are eligible to enter kindergarten in September.  Children who have not attended public kindergar-
ten and who have reached the age of 6 on or before August 31 are eligible for enrollment in Grade 1.  There will be no exceptions to these district policies.

A birth certifi cate is required upon original entry to kindergarten or fi rst grade. A physician’s certifi cate is required and must state that the child has been 
successfully immunized against diphtheria, pertussis, tetanus, measles, mumps, rubella, and poliomyelitis. A medical or religious waiver may be granted 
for the immunization requirement.

Curriculum Accommodation Plan and Learning Support Team (LST)
Each school follows a Curriculum Accommodation Plan that describes how the school addresses student learning diffi culties in regular education through 
extra help, program activities and classroom accommodations. (Each school’s plan is available on their webpage under the Parent link.) The plan identi-
fi es school personnel who can assist with different types of diffi culties and school adjustment issues. Each school also has a Learning Support Team 
(LST) that meets regularly to problem-solve appropriate responses to students’ learning diffi culties. Each school’s guidance counselors and administrators 
provide ongoing support to teachers in addressing students’ needs.  If a child is having learning diffi culties, parents should discuss the problems with the 
child’s teacher as soon as possible.

Special Education Child Find Notice 
Under federal and state special education statutes the Hopkinton Public Schools has a duty to locate, identify, refer, evaluate and, if eligible, provide a free, 
appropriate public education to disabled students (34 CFR 300.451) who reside in the town of Hopkinton. For parents or guardians of children ages 0-21 
years of age who have a disability or developmental delay, and who would like more information, please contact Dr. Kirsten Esposito Balboni, Director of 
Student Services and Child Find Coordinator, at 508-497-9850.

Annual Notice of Administration of Standardized Tests, Surveys, and Collection of Data

The Hopkinton Public Schools adheres to the Protection of Pupil Rights 
Amendment (PPRA), a federal law that affords parents and eligible 
students (those who have reached the age of 18) certain rights regarding 
the conduct of surveys, collection and use of information for marketing 
purposes, and certain physical exams. The Hopkinton School Committee 
policy on implementation of the PPRA can be found at
http://www.hopkinton.k12.ma.us/newweb2/schoolcommittee/policies/
policies/I/ILBA.pdf or by requesting a copy from the Offi ce of the 
Superintendent of Schools.  

Massachusetts regulations require that school districts notify parents at 
least on an annual basis about research as well as standardized testing 
programs to be conducted and of routine information to be collected 
or solicited from students during the year. Below is a schedule  of 
standardized testing for the 2008-2009 school year, which serves as 
annual notice.

GRADE (Group Reading Assessment and Diagnostic Evaluation)
Summary: A comprehensive reading test that provides group and 
individual progress and diagnostic information.

Notice of Activities: The schools will provide direct notice to parents/
eligible students at the beginning of each school year of the activities or 
surveys identifi ed in the PPRA that the Hopkinton Public Schools anticipates 
conducting. The school will provide parents/eligible students with consent 
forms or the opportunity to opt a child out of activities, if applicable.

Inspection of Materials: Parents or eligible students who wish to exercise 
their right to inspect surveys as identifi ed in the PPRA may do so by sending 
written notice to the school principal. The principal will respond to requests 
within ten calendar days. Opportunity for inspection of applicable materials 
will be provided at the school or district administrative offi ces.

Protections of Student Privacy: The Superintendent will insure that 
procedures are in place to protect student privacy in the administration of 
protected information surveys and in the collection, disclosure or use of 
personal information for marketing, selling or other distribution purposes.
Parents or eligible students who believe their rights under the PPRA have 
been violated may fi le a complaint within the district by contacting:

Parent May Exempt Student from 
Instruction in Human Sexuality
Human sexuality is a part of the established curriculum.  It includes topics such as 
puberty (Grade 5), dating, relationships and communication (Grades 5-12), reproduc-
tive anatomy and physiology (Grades 6-12), responsible pregnancy prevention (Grades 
6-12), communicable and non-communicable diseases including HIV/AIDS and univer-
sal precautions (Grades 5-12).  Material is presented in a balanced, age appropriate, 
and factual way.  During the course, students will be able to ask questions, which will 
be answered in an age appropriate manner.

Under Massachusetts law, parents have a right to inspect and review program instruc-
tion materials and parents may request an exemption for a child from any portion of the 
curriculum that primarily involves human sexuality education.  To receive an exemption, 
simply send a letter to the Principal requesting an exemption for your child.  No stu-
dent who is exempted from this portion of the curriculum will be penalized. See School

   Parents May Restrict Publication of Student Photograph or Image
During the year, we often take photographs of students, parents, teachers, and school 
activities and may include these pictures on school bulletin boards, in school and HPTA 
publications, in local newspapers, and on our web site. 

Students’ addresses and phone numbers will not be included with any information 
posted on the web site.

If you DO NOT want your child’s photo to appear in these public places, please 
complete the form provided by your child’s school, sign it, and return it to school by 
October 1, 2008. Forms are also available in the main offi ce of each school.

This policy shall not limit the right to publish photographs of any student participating in 
school sports, school plays or concerts or other activities in the public domain.

Policy Pertaining to Student Records
Under both state and federal laws, parents and students have 
rights related to student records including rights to access records 
and rights to confi dentiality of records.  Regulations adopted by 
the State Board of Education pertaining to student records have 
the force of law and apply to all public elementary and second-
ary schools.  They are designed to insure parents’ and students’ 
rights of confi dentiality, inspection, amendment, and destruction 
of student records, and to assist school authorities in their re-
sponsibilities for the maintenance of student records.  The Hop-
kinton Public Schools comply with all state and federal statutes 
and regulations regarding student records.

Divorced or legally separated parents who do not have physical 
custody of their child (also called “non-custodial parents”) must 
meet certain criteria before being allowed access to their child’s 
records and school information pursuant to M.G.L. c. 44-53A; 71-

The student record may be forwarded to a school to which 
the student is transferring without the student’s or parent’s 
consent.  When records are requested and transferred, parents 
will be notifi ed.  Regulations provide that the parent may notify 
the school that he/she does not wish the student record to be 
forwarded to a school to which the student is transferring without 
prior consent.  Such requests should be addressed in writing to 
the principal.
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HPS Public Notices
Acceptable Internet Use
Students are responsible for proper behavior on school computer networks just as they are in a classroom or a school hallway.  Communications on 
computer networks are often public in nature.  General school rules for behavior and communications apply.  Network access is provided for students and 
staff to conduct research and to communicate with others.  Access to network services will be provided to students who agree to act in a considerate and 
responsible manner.  It is the policy of the Hopkinton Public School System to maintain an environment that promotes ethical and responsible conduct in 
all network activities by staff and students.  It shall therefore be a violation of this policy for any employee or student to engage in any computer activity 
that does not conform to the established purpose and general rules and policies of the Hopkinton Public School System.  These rules include but are not 
limited to:
1. No student will be allowed independent access/use1 of  the Internet, or e-mail system unless a parent/guardian permission slip is on fi le.
2. All use of a school’s local area network (LAN), Internet connection, or e-mail system must be in support of education and research and consistent 
 with the purposes of Hopkinton Public Schools.
3. Students shall not intentionally seek information on, obtain copies of, or modify fi les, other data, or passwords belonging to other users, or
 misrepresent other users on the network.
4. Users shall not download any executable fi les without the expressed permission of a professional staff member.
5. Hate mail, harassment, discriminatory remarks and other antisocial behaviors such as bullying are prohibited on the LAN or on the Internet.
6. Malicious use of the LAN/Internet to develop programs that harass other users or infi ltrate a computer or computing system and/or damage the 
 software components of a computer or computing system is prohibited.
7. Use of the LAN/Internet to access or process pornographic material or fi les dangerous to the integrity of the local area network is prohibited.
8. LAN/Internet accounts are to be used only by the authorized owner of the account for the authorized purpose.
9. All information accessed via the Internet should be assumed to be the private property of the information provider unless otherwise stated and 
 is not to be used without permission.   

1 independent access/use  -  Not under the supervision of a professional staff member who is actively engaged in the supervision of students’ Internet 
activity.

From time to time, the Hopkinton Public Schools’ Director of Technology will make determinations on whether specifi c uses of the network are consistent 
with the acceptable use practice.

Students must learn proper codes of conduct in electronic communication.  Giving out personal information is inappropriate.  Giving out personal informa-
tion about another person, including home address or phone number is strictly prohibited.

Under M.G.L. c. 71, §38R, the Hopkinton Public Schools must request criminal offender record information (CORI) from the Massachusetts Criminal 
History Systems Board (CHSB) for all employees and volunteers who have direct and unmonitored contact with children. (Note that this does not 
include volunteers who are escorted to classrooms and conduct a whole group activity under the teacher’s continuous supervision.)  Every employee and 
volunteer must renew their CORI clearance at least once every three years. No one can volunteer past the third year anniversary of the last CORI report. 

The school system requires every volunteer to complete and sign a VOLUNTEER APPLICANT DISCLOSURE FORM available at each school or on 
the district website. Applicants must allow their license or other government issued identifi cation to be photocopied and attached to the disclosure form. 
Volunteers with expired CORI clearance will not be allowed to continue until clearance is given again. Note CORI clearance through another organization 
such as an employer or youth sports organization can not be used for clearance in the school or in any other organization.

CORI applications are sent to the superintendent’s offi ce and processed only by personnel certifi ed to handle CORIs. Only authorized school personnel 
may receive CORI reports and these reports, as well as the authorization forms, are maintained in secure fi les. If a question arises as the result of the 
CORI report, the Assistant Superintendent or Superintendent will offer to meet to discuss the report. A copy of the report will be made if requested, but a 
Copy Request Form must be signed and maintained in the fi les.

School Council reports are available 
at each of the school offi ces and the Superintendent’s offi ce. All School Council meetings must comply with open meeting law and therefore are open to 
the public.

The program offers a multidisciplinary 
curriculum taught by licensed special educators.

The preschool program is located at Hopkinton Middle School.  A limited number of openings are available for non-disabled students and these 
openings are fi lled by lottery.

The Hopkinton PTA: An Overview of the Organization and its Role

The Hopkinton Parent Teacher Association (HPTA) is a not-for-profi t organization comprised of parents, teachers, administrators and other community 
members.  The organization is chartered as part of the Massachusetts and National PTAs and follows their bylaws. The mission of the HPTA is to 
support the enrichment and betterment of the Hopkinton Public Schools through direct volunteer work, advocacy, and donations.  In addition, 
the HPTA provides a forum for communication among parents, teachers, administrators and the community.  

The HPTA started in 1993 and is one organization supporting the entire school system, rather than several individual school PTAs.  Its unique structure 
has enabled the organization to better align resources to meet its goals, as evidenced by its budgeting of over $1.9 M since inception.  To support 
this structure, the HPTA is comprised of both a Town-wide Board and school-based boards headed by Co-Vice Presidents (who are Town-wide Board 
members). 

The Town-wide Board is responsible for system-wide fundraising, parent education, communication, and teacher support.  The school-based boards are 
responsible for school enrichment programs, extracurricular programs and facilitate volunteer needs.  Fundraising proceeds go into the general HPTA 
budget, from which funds are allocated based upon input from the HPTA Board, the Superintendent of Schools, and the School Principals.  An underlying 
philosophy is that the funds be used to support ALL Hopkinton students.  For the 2008/2009 school year, the individual school boards will receive 66% of 
the budget, with the remaining 34% used for system-wide activities.

Supporting the Mission:  2008/2009 Themes
The 2008/2009 HPTA theme is  “The Spirit of Hopkinton - Go Green!”.  The HPTA has set an ambitious goal to evolve toward being a greener organization 
over the coming years.  This means that procedures may be changed to reduce its environmental impact and events will foster green awareness for our 
schools and community.  In addition, the HPTA will continue to support family health and wellness activities.  These themes of a healthy Earth and a 
healthy self will be woven throughout the HPTA activities this year and the years to come.  Look for ways you and your family can go green with the HPTA 
over the upcoming months.

Last year, the HPTA had a total of 410 memberships, 369 family members and 41 teacher members and always welcomes new memberships. Not only 
do your membership dues help to support our programs, but joining shows that you support the HPTA in our efforts to enhance our children’s educational 
experience.
